1. Bay Area-Las Vegas

We will depart the Bay Area in the morning and drive to Las Vegas. We will
reach Las Vegas in the evening and check into the hotel upon arrival. Tonight
will be to your leisure. Accommodations will be at the Excalibur Hotel &
Casino, named for the mythical sword of King Arthur. Immerse yourself in the
castle themed resort right in the middle of the Las Vegas Strip. Choose from
one of the many eateries on the property, including the Roundtable Buffet, or
head down the Strip and stop by one of the other world famous hotels.

2. Las Vegas-Zion National Park-Bryce Canyon National Park-Page

Depart Las Vegas in the morning and visit arguably the two of the most scenic
National parks in Southern Utah. Zion is colored with reddish and tan-colored
sandstone with soaring cliffs and great basins. Contrast that to Bryce which is
not a true canyon, but an amphitheater of magnificent red rock formations
within the high Colorado Plateau created by erosion. Each dense eroded
columns known as hoodoos, create an out of this world landscape. These two
National parks are truly a photographers’ heaven. Tonight we will stay in the
town of Page. Hotel: Best Western Arizona Inn

3. Page - Lake Powell -Antelope Canyon- Las Vegas

Depart Page in the morning and visit Lake Powell, a reservoir on the Colorado
River, straddling the border between Utah and Arizona. It is the second
largest man-made reservoir in the United States behind Lake Mead, storing
24,322,000 acre feet (30 km?3) of water when full. We may have a chance to
take an optional cruise on the scenic Lake in the morning. We will continue to
visit Antelope Canyon. The canyon is know as a slot canyon in which
rainwater, especially during monsoon season, runs into the extensive basin
above the slot canyon sections, as the water rushes into the narrow
passageways, over time the passageways are eroded away, making the
corridors deeper and into what you would experience today. We will travel
back to Las Vegas in the afternoon.
